The parade will be
Saturday, May 21, 2016 at 10:00 am. This year following the parade, there are events planned to
be held at Ye Town Hall on Saturday and Sunday, May 21* and 22™. Also, following the parade,
please visit the Car Show at Preston Park for a fun-filled day of special events with food, vendors
and entertainment. The Museum at W. 4™ and Main Street will be open with special exhibits.
Because Celebration Day is on Armed Forces Day, the theme selected for the 2016 Parade is:

You will be given your entry number and lineup instructions when you check-in on Saturday.

Horse entries please note: Your staging area is located at the end of West 1* Street, see the
yellow area on the map. Do not attempt to use the blue staging areas, or you will be required to
move. That area will be used for other parade entries. Horse Entries that have “clean up vehicles”
following their entry will be given extra points in the placement/judging.

1. Entries are due back no later than May 16™.

2. Parade Check-in begins at 7:30 am at 1* and N. Main.

3. Judging will be prior to the parade: 9:00 - 9:30am
You will be judged if you are in your assigned spot.

4. Placement ribbons will be handed out prior to 10:00 am.

5. No candy or other objects should be thrown from floats or vehicles.
However, candy or other objects may be handed out while walking alongside parade vehicles.
This helps in avoiding injury to spectators — especially children.

6. FYI: Our parade route passes through Main Street “twice”
